Invicta have undergone a few changes in the off season, signing three players 
who previously played in the National League, with an eye towards making a 
bigger impact this season. A well drilled team, they have in the past been very 
skilled counter-attackers as well as having a strong defence. Though this will be 
their first league game, they have had a weekend playing for the Kent & Essex 
Cup, pitting their new team against the National League Romford Raiders.
