It’s Not All About Us
Following their successes last season, and having had pre-season friendlies with 
the RedHawks, the Jets will be keen to hit the ground running in their first 
regular game of the season. With a spectacular 6-0 win in the NIHL S1 Playoffs at 
the end of last season, as well as winning the league, the Jets will be heading 
into the season with a lot of expectation behind them. Coupled with a 40th 
Season and a new NIHL S2 team, they’ll be looking to make a big impact to make 
this season memorable for themselves and their fans.
